Tips to help you make the most of your Mackenzie application

Submission document
Remember that this is your submission, so it should look well edited. Ensure the document that you have put together from your own resources and from material gathered from other people is internally consistent in style, spelling, punctuation, and content. Do the dates in your CV match the dates a referee or nominator says that they worked with you? Is your CV too vague or too general about when and where you worked/volunteered and what your role was? If you need to change the wording, facts, spelling or other elements for consistency in style and facts in a referee’s/nominator’s document, do so, but check with these people to ensure that they are happy with your changes.

Service to the profession
We are looking for generous, long-term voluntary service to IPEd or another editing organisation, rather than advocacy for which you are paid. By all means, mention the advocacy for which you are paid, but this may or may not be sufficient if this is the only thing you are relying on as generous service to the editing profession. Writing an editing book and teaching editing are usually paid and they are certainly worth including in this section, but on their own may or may not be enough to show generous service to the editing profession over many years. The same applies for paid mentoring: certainly, include it in your submission, but on its own, it may or may not be sufficient to show generous service to the editing profession over many years.
